! be made to work on ¢ id model with the grovisioning of STD on VPT
ith this exercise. the VET related subsidy and revenue from call charges is
likely to increase vour circle's pr iitability

To faciiiate this conversion exercise a tarff circular has already been
issued vide T&C Circular R&C No. 94/09-1C dated 19.11.2009 where activation
charges for conversion of the post paid CDMA VPT to CDMA pre-paid VPT with
ETDASD faciity has been revised to nit and each prepaid CDMA VPT will be
credited with an amount of Ks. 13 per month in the beginning of each menth.

In view of this available conversion tariff and USOF direction, the approval
of Dir {CFA) is hereby conveye for conversion of the existing post paid CDMA
VPT to Prepaid COMA VPT with STD facility and the circle shouid also make an
all out effort for persuading the custodians of all land line VPTs for getting their
consent for cenversion to S0 VP Ts.
