Sub: - Tariff for accessing MPLS network through CDMA devices as backup/main links- regarding

The revised tariff for accessing MPLS network through FWT was issued vide this office Circular No.115-12/08-Comml dated 27th August, 2008.  It is further intimated that CDMA technology can also be used as a back up/main link for providing point-to-point leased line/MPLS services.  
2.
The CDMA back up link is to be provided where the main link has been provided either as a point-to-point leased line or through MPLS port. Wherever the CDMA connectivity is being provided as main link, the charges payable by the customers shall be either the leased line charges or the MPLS port charges, as applicable.  
3.
Further, in this regard, competent authority has decided to provide access of MPLS network through CDMA devices as back up link as per the tariff given below:-

Provision of backup/main link under different scenarios and charges payable 
by the customer in each case:

Wireless as backup link:

4.1
Main connectivity on MPLS with server connected on MPLS: 


In this scenario, the wireless connectivity is being provided as a back up to the 
existing MPLS port.  

Charges payable by customer: Since customer is already paying for the main 
port charges, only the charges for backup shall be payable i.e. 1st year 
charges and subsequent year charges per annum as per 3.1 above.
4.2
Main connectivity on point-to-point leased circuit with server connected on 
MPLS: 


In this scenario, the wireless connectivity is being provided as a back up to the 
main point-to-point leased circuit.  

Charges payable by customer: Since customer already has connectivity of the 
server on MPLS and is paying for the same, only the charges for backup shall 
be payable i.e. 1st year charges and subsequent year charges per 
annum as 
per 3.1 above.
4.3
Main connectivity on point-to-point leased circuit with no connectivity of  
server on MPLS: 


In this scenario, the wireless connectivity is being provided as a back up to the 
main point-to-point leased circuit.  

Charges payable by customer: Since customer does not have connectivity of 
its server on MPLS, the charges payable shall be the MPLS port charges at 
the 
server end for the size of the port taken (up to maximum 256 Kbps) along with 
the charges for backup link i.e. 1st year charges and 
subsequent year charges 
per annum as per 3.1 above.

Wireless as main link:

4.4
Main connectivity on point-to-point leased circuit is not feasible and the server 
is connected on MPLS network: 


In this scenario, the wireless connectivity is being provided thorough CDMA 
EVDO via PDSN in lieu of the main point-to-point leased line connectivity. 

Charges payable by customer: Since the point-to-point leased circuit is not 
feasible and the customer already has connectivity of its server on MPLS and is 
paying for the same, the charges payable by the customer shall be the point-
to-point leased line charges as applicable up to a maximum of 256 
Kbps.
4.5
Main connectivity on point-to-point leased circuit is nor feasible and the server 
is not connected on MPLS network: 


In this scenario, the wireless connectivity is being provided thorough CDMA 
EVDO via PDSN in lieu of the main point-to-point leased line connectivity. 


Charges payable by customer: Since the point-to-point leased circuit is not 
feasible and the customer does not have connectivity of its network on MPLS, 
the customer has to pay for the point-to-point leased line charges as 
applicable and also for the MPLS port charges at the server end up to a 
maximum of 256 Kbps.
4.6
Main connectivity to MPLS port is not available due to non-feasibility of the wire 
line connectivity at the customer end: 


In this scenario, the wireless connectivity is being provided thorough CDMA 
EVDO via PDSN in lieu of the wire line connectivity not being feasible at the 
customer end. 


Charges payable by customer: Since the last mile wire line connectivity is not 
feasible at the customer end, the charges payable by the customer shall be 
the MPLS port charges up to maximum 256 Kbps.
5.
In addition to the above, the following need to be followed for provision of backup/main links on wireless connectivity:
5.1
The bandwidth for backup or main link shall be up to maximum of 256 Kbps and the charges for MPLS port or leased lines should be taken accordingly.
5.2
The charges prescribed in para 3 above shall be applicable in cases specified in para 4.1 to 4.3 where as for cases specified in para 4.4 to 4.6, the MPLS port or leased line charges shall be charged as applicable.

5.3
The point-to-point leased line and MPLS port charges shall be as per the prevailing tariffs and discounts offered by BSNL. 
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
