On analysis of the GSM Revenue Performance Report for the month of August, 2012, the following observations are made: 
I .GSM REVENUE
1. There is an increase in GSM revenue of Rs.18.22 Crore. Increase in Post-paid revenue is Rs.1.34 Crore and increase in the Pre-paid is Rs.16.88 Crore.
2. Against the annual revenue target of Rs. 12214 Crore for the financial year 2012-13, the actual revenue achievement up to August 2012 is only Rs.4126.99 Crore, thus with the proportionate achievement of only 81.09% .

It can be seen from the above data, against the huge outstanding dues of BSNL in Crores of Rupees, the monthly performance of most of the circles in reduction of outstanding dues is in few Lakhs of Rupees only.
